The owner/user of this product must keep this
information for future reference.

This product must be installed by a professional licensed
contractor.

Be sure your installation conforms to all federal, state,
and local codes. In the State of Massachusetts, all
installations must comply with the rules and regulations
set forth within 248 CMR.

This product must be on-site prior to rough-in. This
allows the installer to visualize the installation and verify
the 8" center spread.

Refer to the specification and assembly drawings
attached. Product is sold partially assembled but shown
fully disassembled for illustrative and service purposes
only.

Inspect the product to ensure you have all the parts
required for proper installation. Use only a strap wrench
or protected/smooth-jaw wrench on any finished
surface.

Mark the THREADED TUBE as shown then remove and
cut the TUBE.
CARTRIDGE and cut the STEM.
. Thread and securely tighten the CARTRIDGE into the

VALVE and then thread the TUBE back onto the
CARTRIDGE.
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5. Thread a 1/2" NPT x 1/2" NPT NIPPLE (not included) into
the spout outlet of the VALVE. See Figure - 03.

6. Ensure the front face of the NIPPLE is a 1/2" from the
finished wall as shown in Figure - 04.

7. Thread and securely tighten the SPOUT onto the
NIPPLE. Make sure the RUBBER WASHER is behind the
SPOUT. See Figure - 05.

> NOTE: A RUBBER WASHER for the SPOUT is provided.
If desired, a bead of caulk or a clear silicone may be
applied where the SPOUT contacts the finished wall. The
use of certain plumber’s putty may stain stone or tile
surfaces.

» NOTE: A 2.2gpm AERATOR is located inside the SPOUT.

8. Thread the ADAPTER onto the THREADED TUBE
making sure to include the RUBBER GASKET then
securely tighten using a 24mm wrench. The ADAPTER
will need to properly align with the CARTRIDGE STEM in
order for the ADAPTER to thread onto the TUBE. See
Figure - 06.

» NOTE: A GASKET for the ADAPTER is provided. If
desired, a bead of caulk or a clear silicone may be
applied where the ADAPTER contacts the finished wall.
The use of certain plumber’s putty may stain stone or
tile surfaces.

9. Thread the COLLAR onto the ADAPTER and securely
tighten the SET SCREW using a 2.5mm HEX KEY.

10. Place the HANDLE over the COLLAR in the desired
orientation and securely tighten the SET SCREW using a
2.5mm HEX KEY.

1. Repeat Step 8 - 10 to install the second HANDLE.

DRAIN INSTALLATION:

> See Figure - 08 for Steps 12 - 16.

» The use of certain plumber’s putty may stain stone or
tile surfaces.

12. Remove the TAILPIECE from the LOWER DRAIN BODY.

13. Unthread and remove the DRAIN STOPPER and LOWER
DRAIN BODY from the DRAIN FLANGE.

» The FOAM WASHER can be discarded.

14. Set the DRAIN FLANGE in the lavatory drain opening
using putty or a clear adhesive silicone.

15. Re-install the LOWER DRAIN BODY making sure to use
the RUBBER GASKET provided. Ensure the GASKET
makes a full seal on the underside of the lavatory then
securely tighten the SCREW using a 5/32” or 4mm HEX
KEY.

» Putty or a clear adhesive may be used to ensure a water-
tight seal between the RUBBER GASKET and lavatory.

16. Re-install the TAILPIECE using the WASHER and NUT
provided and re-install the STOPPER.

17. Connect the tailpiece to the p-trap (sold separately).

INSPECT AND FINISH THE INSTALLATION:

18. Remove the AERATOR then turn on the water supply
to flush out any debris in the supply lines. Operate the
HANDLES to ensure they are functioning properly.

19. Inspect all connections for leaks.

20. Close the DRAIN and fill the lavatory with water to
make sure the DRAIN STOPPER and GASKETS operate
and seal properly.

21. Turn off the water and re-install the AERATOR.
